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The School Health Services Program at the Vermont Department of Health offers the
following resources to assist school and community personnel who are working to
remediate flood damage sustained by schools due to Hurricane Irene.

IMPORTANT NOTE: The American Academy of Pediatrics recommends that
“children, and whenever possible teens, should not be involved in clean-up efforts
but should return after the area is cleaned.” School communities who wish to assist
their neighbors in need may wish to consider volunteer opportunities that do not involve
clean-up.

Note: Those involved in clean-up should take care to follow usual guidelines
regarding hazardous building materials such as lead and asbestos (i.e., follow
your school’s Asbestos Management Plan).
