CentreLearn LMS  (Chris)–Most folks have received an email with user name and password to gain access to Centrelearn.  We’ve had questions/comments about courses and we’re starting a FAQ section to upload to the website.  We’ve also heard lots of nice comments about courses—over 100 hrs of BLS and 100 ALS hrs are line available.  Approximately 250 providers with no email address exist in the database,  and letters to these providers will go out as soon as data is reconciled.  If you have someone who has an email addess who did not receive an email address, have them contact our office and we’ll get their information to CentreLearn.
Jim Finger – Regional Ambulance Service retained our own CentreLearn account.  Did that get resolved?  Chris – if agencies used CentreLearn already, the company deconflicted their accounts so that the users could access the state account.  Not sure if state users can also see Regional materials.

Chris--We were waiting for the LMS to know how much monies remained for distribution to districts.  That meeting is scheduled next week (Tues, June 11 at 1 p.m.) with district chairs and trainers to discuss accountability, possible uses, deliver methods, etc. to make sure that the funds are used as the legislature intended.  Over $100,000 is to be divided.

Mike announced that State EMS Training Coordinator Jessica Freire will start Monday and will be available to attend the meeting next Tuesday.

Conference (Chris_ – still waiting for signed contract with venue.  Once that happens, the notice will go out.  The dates for the conference are (main) 10/24-27 and (preconference) 10/22-23.  Save the dates and spead the information wide.  We anticipate costs to be held within a few dollars higher of last year’s costs.  

Mike – SIREN-Toughboo ks are out to nearly all services.  Missing just a dozen or so services.  Jenna did all of the visists and Mike attended some.  Talked to admins about what Toughbooks will mean to the service side as well as what that might mean to handoff of information at the hospitals.  We’d like to see as much standardization as possible.  Development continues.  Jenna’s been sharing the FieldBridge point of contact information with ImageTrend, who will email those admins directly with the FieldBridge download link direct as soon as all the Toughbooks are out.

Also Jenna pulled the trigger last week on a set of changes to the DRF (dynamic run form).  Changes included default values, enhancements and improvements as well as eliminating some redundancies.  Feedback has been coming in, and kinks will be worked out soon.  Route comments to Jenna or Mike.  Validation rules are being protected on StateBridge and similar changes and protections will be addressed on FieldBridge.
Statewide Protocols  (Dan) – making great strides.  All clinicals have been covered, and almost all the non-clinicals have been covered.  Great team effort.  Hope to have a draft out to district medical advisors for initial comment soon.  After they’ve looked at it, it will go out for broader comment to all interested parties.  Chris – Out to DMAs within next two weeks as well as other state and federal stakeholders.  We’ll give them a couple weeks and then will release them in draft form to the whole state for proofing of drug dosage, spelling corrections, etc.  Thanked all of the partners thus far for excellent comments received before the draft work began.  We’ll also look at what kind of a training burden these new protocols require, both statewide and with local training officers.   Thanks to Dan Wolfson for the strong leadership he’s provided with this project.  

PEPP Courses (Emily) – American Academy of Pediatrics is currently printing a new edition of the book we had previously purchased.  We’ve been able to reach an agreement with the publisher to exchange the books.  The delay will result in course being held in the fall, but we feel the results of the delay will serve the EMS community well.

Equipment survey – If you are following the Vermont standards, you should be okay with the equipment survey but if you have questions, contact Emily.

LMS topics for pediatrics are welcome to be submitted for review.  Please feel free to bring anything pediatric to our attention for inclusion in any of our training platforms.

LMS (Chris) – if you are interested in developing courses, we need to figure out the details of submission and software requirements, but we’d love to talk to you about any topic ideas.

Statewide Standardized Examination Schedule (Ray)-- memo went out to all district chairs, trainers and instructor coordinators – open up that memo and look at it as it regards to a statewide exam schedule which begins in early July.  Also an exam starter guide is enclosed.  Comments and questions are welcome as it will help develop this system.  It’s also important that districts notify the state office about where exams will be held and who the key point of contact (exam coordinator) is.
