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Updates from Chris Bell:

Chris will send out a list of current bills in Legislature that we’re aware of that speak to EMS, lights, etc.  He encouraged folks to read the bills on the state website and to contact elected officials if they wish to have their opinions heard.  To date, nothing major appears to be looming.  

LMS – Chris noted that the contract has been sent to the vendor for signature, but as yet has not been returned.  The office staff are currently developing plans to get account information out of GLSuite (the personnel data base) and into the LMS so that user names and passwords can be established.  

SIREN Update -  Jenna announced that the office will be able to distribute  new Toughbooks to all 90 ambulance services.  No distribution plan is yet in place, but about 70 of the new Toughbooks have been received thus far.  Updates will go out soon.  
Also, FieldBridge will be provided statewide for all transport services.  Jenna asked the group if they felt 4 hours of FieldBridge training for users and 4 hrs for service admin would be sufficient.  Mark C – FieldBridge has lot of power, so felt a common session would be useful.  Details about the number of licenses per agency will be explored and revealed as we move forward.  Mike reminded everyone that while the state intends to fund annual maintenance for transport agencies for the next year or two, SIREN funding is tied to NHTSA and other federal partners, If federal spending contracts dramatically, we’ll have to be creative about funding, particularly for those smaller services.
EMSC Update – Emily explained that PEPP course details are still being worked out, and the plan is to hold 4 courses around the state.  Once courses are held, text books and instructor kits will be distributed to each district.
