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Introduction

Since the health of Vermonters depends, in part, on access to health care, we need to identify and
address problems related to the supply of health care providers, including their distribution by
geography and specialty. In this report we present detailed profiles of physicians practicing in
Vermont as of the end of the year 2000; these data can be used as the basis for policy analysis,
shortage area designations, and recruitment and retention activities.

Data Collection: This report includes physicians (M.D.) who renewed their license as of December
2000. In cooperation with the Vermont Board of Medical Practice, the Department of Health
included a survey with the relicensing renewal form in the fall of 2000. A copy of the survey form
is included in the Appendix. The surveys that were returned were compared against a list of all
physicians who were relicensed. Follow-up mailings and phone calls were then made to those
physicians residing in Vermont, or a neighboring state, who did not return a survey, to determine if
they were seeing patients in Vermont, and if so, to complete the survey.

A separate board licenses doctors of Osteopathy (D.O.). Survey forms were mailed in October of
2001 to all Osteopathic physicians licensed in the state of Vermont as of that date. Follow-up
telephone interviews were conducted, as needed. The data from the D.O. survey were combined
with the M.D. survey data to produce this report.

Included in this report are physicians who provide patient care in Vermont. A substantial number
of physicians maintain Vermont licenses even though they do not practice in Vermont. These
physicians are excluded from this report. Federally employed physicians who do not provide
patient care outside a federal facility are not required to maintain a Vermont license, and are
therefore not included, unless they do have a Vermont license. Physicians participating in
residency programs are not required to maintain a Vermont license, although some choose to do so.
For consistency, all residents, clinical fellows and research fellows were excluded from this report.

Similar surveys were also conducted in 1992, 1994, 1996, 1998, and 2002. Brief comparisons of
the 2000 survey to the previous surveys are included in this report. The data from the 2002 survey
is currently being processed and not yet available.  Similar data are collected from some additional
health professionals. Results from some of these surveys are available on the Department of Health
web site, http://www.healthyvermonters.info — look under “publications”.

Limitations: Three physicians refused to answer the survey and four that may have been active
were not reached. The surveys were reviewed for accuracy and consistency. Missing and/or
inconsistent data items were evaluated, and for those data items that were determined to be
essential, such as specialty or number of patient care hours, follow-up by phone and/or mail was
conducted. Other data are reported as missing. In general, however, the information for this report
was self-reported and not further verified. Data in this report are, therefore, subject to the
limitations associated with the use of mailed surveys. The possibility of misinterpretation of survey
items is always present, and it is possible that a small number of inconsistencies have arisen from
such occurrences.

Summary

In 4 of 14 counties, 10% or more of the primary care physicians are over age 60, and
retirement is a future consideration. Orange County (14%), Windsor County (15%), and
Rutland County (12%), may expect the largest turnover.

392 or 26% of Vermont physicians (35% of primary care physicians) are women. In 1996
it was 22% (28% of primary care).

767 or 52% of Vermont physicians report they collaborate with a nurse practitioner or
supervise a physician assistant. This represents an increase over previous surveys.

537 or 37% of Vermont’s physicians attended the University of Vermont’s College of
Medicine and/or did a residency or fellowship there. 288 (20%) are graduates of the
College of Medicine, 362 (25%) did a residency or fellowship there.

Vermont saw a net increase of 31 primary care physicians (21.9 FTEs), and 39 specialty
care physicians (25.8 FTEs), between 1998 and 2000. See the next page for a fuller
comparison over the years 1994-2000.

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Appendix A. General Notes and Terms

Definition of Active Physician
A physician who was relicensed for the period 2001-2002 in Vermont, and who provided
patient care hours in Vermont (not as locum tenens) as reported in the survey, is
considered an active physician.

Physicians not represented in these tables
Only active physicians are reported. Those who hold a Vermont license but are not
actively in practice are excluded from all tables. Residents, clinical fellows, research
fellows, and locum tenens physicians are excluded from all tables.

Specialties
Physicians reported their specialties using a list of predefined codes that was provided
along with the survey form (see Appendix D). For the purposes of these tables the
detailed specialties were grouped in the following way:

Primary Care

e Family Practice includes general practice, family practice, and geriatric medicine.

e Internal Medicine includes general internal medicine and geriatric internal medicine.

e Pediatrics includes pediatric primary care as well as adolescent medicine.

e Obstetrics and Gynecology (Ob/Gyn) includes physicians who reported a solely
gynecological practice or a solely obstetrical practice, along with those who reported
working in both obstetrics and gynecology.

Specialty Care

e Anesthesiology

e Emergency Medicine

e Internal Medicine includes several internal medicine subspecialties, and also general
internal medicine and geriatric internal medicine (which would otherwise be
considered primary care) if the physician practiced only in an inpatient setting.

e General Surgery

e Orthopedic Surgery

e Other Surgery includes most other (non-orthopedic) surgical specialties, such as
general vascular surgery, abdominal surgery, cardiovascular surgery, colon and rectal
surgery, neurological surgery, oral and maxillofacial surgery, pediatric surgery,
surgical critical care, thoracic surgery, and traumatic surgery.

e Psychiatry

e Radiology
e Pathology (excluded from some tables as noted)

e Other Specialties includes all specific specialties that are not included in the above
specialty groups, plus primary care specialties that were reported as being practiced in
a non-primary care setting (e.g., family practice in the emergency department of a
hospital), except for general internal medicine (see Internal Medicine above).
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Determination of a physician’s main specialty
A physician’s “main” specialty is the specialty group in which the physician works the
most hours. In case of a tie (equal hours reported in two specialties), the specialty group
listed first in the above list is chosen. This has the effect of choosing primary care over
specialty care, and more specific specialties over the “other specialties” category, in case
of a tie.

Determination of a physician’s main setting
Main setting is the practice setting in which the physician provides the greatest number of
patient care hours.

Physicians who practice exclusively in hospital settings
If all of a physician’s patient care settings at all sites are “hospital inpatient”, then the
physician is considered to be a specialist, even if primary care specialties are reported. In
that case, general internal medicine is considered to be “specialty care internal medicine”,
and all other primary care specialties are considered to belong in the “other specialties”
category.

However, if some of the physician’s primary care patient care is in the inpatient setting,
and some is in the outpatient setting, then both are considered to be primary care.

Definition of Full Time Equivalent (FTE)
Reported hours per week were prorated based on the number of work weeks per year.
Full time is defined as 40 patient care hours per week or more, for 48 weeks per year.
Reported hours per week were adjusted to an annual average, based on a standard of 48
weeks per year. E.g., if 52 weeks were reported, the hours were multiplied by 52/48. A
physician reporting more than 40 (adjusted) hours per week is defined as one FTE
regardless of the number of hours. See the following examples:

Weeks Hours FTE

Example 1: Primary Care 48 10 0.25
Specialty Care 48 10 0.25

Total 20 0.50

Example 2: Primary Care 52 10 0.27
Specialty Care 52 10 0.27

Total 20 0.54

Example 3: Primary Care 52 20 0.50
Specialty Care 52 20 0.50

Total 40 1.00

Example 4: Primary Care 48 35 0.50
Specialty Care 24 70 0.50

Total 70 1.00
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In the first example, the physician works half-time and has hours split equally between
primary and specialty care. The second example is similar except for the number of
weeks being more than 48 so the FTEs are adjusted upwards. The pattern is the same in
Example 3, except the hours total 40 for 1.0 FTE, and the adjustment for 52 weeks does
not matter since the total FTE is never more than 1.0. In the fourth example the physician
spends an average of 70 hours per week in patient care: 35 hours of primary care every
week, and 70 hours of specialty care in each of only 24 weeks per year. This is calculated
as 1.0 FTE total, and 0.5 FTE for each of primary care and specialty care.

Determination of a physician’s main County (or other area)
Main county is the county in which the physician practices the greatest number of
(adjusted) patient care hours. Similarly for main hospital service area, etc.

Numerical precision
Most numbers are displayed in finite precision in that they are individually rounded.
Thus, some rows or columns of numbers may not add exactly to the displayed total (to the
last, rightmost digit). This applies to FTEs, percentages and hours, for example, whether
the numerals displayed are decimal or whole numbers. Counts of physicians are exact
integers, however, and should add up to displayed totals.

Tables displaying each physician in a single cell vs. multiple-count tables
Most of the tables contain information that is individual-based (e.g., age, sex, main
specialty). Each physician is represented in only one cell in the table. Those with more
than one specialty, or more than one practice site or setting, are counted only in the row
and column representing their main specialty, main setting, or main practice location.

Other tables count some physicians in more than one row or column, e.g., in every
county the physician works in, and thus the numbers in the “total” row or column may be
less than the sum of the rows or columns. Wherever this is the case, it is stated in the
notes specific to that table.
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Appendix B.
Notes for specific tables (to be referred to by number)

1.

Calculation of Age

Ages of physicians in the 2000 survey were calculated as of 11/30/00, based on the date
of birth. For example, a person born between January and November 1960 is considered
40 years old, but those born in December 1960 are considered 39 years old. Tables that
refer to physicians' age in 1998 are based on ages as of 12/31/98.

“Main” Specialty and “Main” County (or other geographical area) determined
independently

Each provider's main practice specialty and main county of practice are determined
independently, and are used to determine the row and column in the table in which the
provider will be counted. Secondary specialties and counties are ignored. A provider
may practice their main specialty primarily in a county other than their main overall
county, but that is ignored in this table.

Table Excludes Pathologists

Pathology specialties are excluded from this table. Hours in active pathology practice are
not part of our definition of direct patient care, and are not included in any table
quantifying patient care (e.g., as FTES). But note that some practitioners whose main
specialty is pathology may also provide some other kind of care that is counted as direct
patient care.

Notes regarding tables listing provider Full Time Equivalents (FTE) and Hours by
County (or town, or other areas):

These tables count each provider who provides primary and/or specialty care in that
county or area. The same provider may be counted in more than one town, more than
one county, and in both the “primary” and “specialty” columns.

Because of this inclusive approach taken in tallying provider across many practice
locations, the numbers in the “Total” rows and “Total” columns will generally be less
than the sum of the individual rows and columns. This applies to the county totals which
sum the town-level provider counts, the state totals which sum the county-level counts,
and the “Total” of primary and secondary care combined. Unlike the totals for the counts
of providers, however, the numbers listed in the “Total” rows and “Total” columns for
the “FTE” and “Hours” statistics do equal the sums of the individual items (except for
rounding error). The above notes regarding totals apply as well to the “OB/Gyn Care
Total” in the tables summarizing Primary Care Physicians.

See also Note 22 regarding the calculation of weekly hours and FTEs.

Hospital hours apportioned back to the town of the provider’s office

Some providers providing primary care in office practices spend a portion of their time
visiting hospitalized patients. In order to reflect the fact that these hours pertain to
patients from the office practice, any reported primary care hours in the “hospital
inpatient” setting are reassigned to the town where the provider’s office is located. If the

provider has more than one office practice location, each receives a share of the hospital
inpatient time, in proportion to the patient care time reported for each office practice.
Only “hospital inpatient” primary care hours are handled in this manner. Other hospital
work (in the emergency room, or in a hospital outpatient clinic or subspecialty work) is
assumed to be unrelated to the provider’s office practice.

Obstetrics, Gynecology, and Obstetrics and Gynecology

“Gynecology Only” was listed separately from “OB/Gyn” so that providers not providing
Obstetric services could be accounted for. “OB/Gyn Care Total” is the combined total of
“Gynecology only” and “OB/Gyn”.

Population Estimates
The source for population estimates is the 2000 Census.

“Main” Setting and “Main” Specialty determined independently

Each provider’s main practice setting and their main specialty are determined
independently, and are used to determine the row and column in the table in which the
provider will be counted. Secondary settings and specialties are ignored. A provider
may practice their main specialty primarily in a setting other than their main overall
setting, but that is ignored in this table.

“Main” Setting, “Main” Specialty, “Main” County determined

independently

Each provider’s main specialty, main practice setting, and main county of practice are
determined independently, and are used to determine the row and column in the table in
which the provider will be counted. Secondary specialties, settings and counties are
ignored. A provider may practice in their main setting primarily in a county other than
their main overall county, but that is ignored in this table.

Notes regarding Availability of Care

The survey form allowed the provider to answer the “availability” questions (e.g.,
whether they accept new patients) separately for each site. Therefore, in the tables about
availability of care, the unit of counting is neither the provider nor the site, but rather the
provider - site association. More than one response per provider is tabulated if that
provider reported working at more than one site, or reported providing care in more than
one setting within the site (and therefore filled in two site sections, see the survey
instrument, Appendix C). Each response is tabulated under the specialty reported,
whether or not that is the provider’s main specialty.

The following specialties are excluded from the “accept Medicare patients” statistic (both
numerator and denominator): all pediatric specialties (including adolescent medicine),
maternal and fetal medicine, reproductive endocrinology, and child and adolescent
psychiatry.

Office settings only

Only office settings are counted. Included are private practices (both solo and group),
community health centers, and hospital outpatient clinics. Emergency medicine
reported as done in an office setting is not counted. Volunteer work is not counted here.

Determining UVM training

In those cases where a physician reported more than one residency program, if any
residency was at UVM (FAHC) then the physician was counted as having completed an
UVM residency. In a few cases residency information is available, or school information
is available, but not both. These cases are included in the last section of the table
(“Doctors with Any Known Training”) along with the doctors for whom both school and
residency information are known.

Patient Care Hours

"Full Time" is defined here as 40 (or more) hours of direct patient care per week in
Vermont, 48 weeks per year. Average weekly hours (and FTES), based on 48 weeks per
year, were computed for providers who reported working more or less than 48 weeks per
year. This results in fractional hours, and rounding errors may affect the displayed hours.
Thus, in some cases the hours in the "total" columns differ, usually by one hour, from the
totals of the hours displayed in the detail columns. Some providers provide additional
patient care outside Vermont (not listed), or do some other types of work besides direct
patient care. The "Other hrs/wk" column lists average reported hours per week of
teaching, administration and research.
